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day. On these two days of fast and abstinence, only
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be taken according to each person’s needs, but to-
gether these two should not equal another full
meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but
liquids (including milk and fruit juices) are al-
lowed.

3. To disregard completely the law of fast and absti-

nence is seriously sinful.
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From the Pastor

gym to help the 8" grade basketball team and cheerleaders celebrate their title of state champions. We all wish the Lady
Shoes would have won their super-sectional contest on Monday evening, and we congratulate them on reaching this level of
competition. I wonder how many small schools there are in Illinois that have never played in a super-sectional game! Proba-
bly quite a few. At the time I write this (Wednesday), I don’t know what is going to happen with the boys varsity. They won
the first regional game. We pray and hope for the best.

Come to the St. Clare Hall this Tuesday at 10:00am or 7:00pm and learn from Bishop Barron, the auxiliary bishop for the
diocese of Los Angeles. God has given him a genius mind, and we can learn so much from him. He won’t be here in person,
but we can still learn from him via dvd.

Protecting God’s Children continues to be an issue. When I get the reports from the diocese, our parish always has discrep-
ancies. Granted, we aren’t the only parish in this situation, but I sure wish we could be where we are supposed to be with this
program. Sister Pierre is sending out over 100 letters to parishioners to encourage you to participate in this program. It is on
Monday, 27 March.

They are Sandy Gillespie, Dan Beckman and
Tony Pals. Thank you very much. I know the last year has been especially difficult as we dealt with the religious education
issues.
